Our current levy ends this year

 

Colville School District community 
members should have received a 
fact sheet about the upcoming 
school replacement levy.  If you 
have not received this information, 
or if you would like more detailed 
information, please contact the 
Colville School District OfÞce at 
684-7850.

This levy will replace the current 
levy that ends in October of this 
year.  The reason we have to 
continue to run a levy  is because 
the Washington State school 
funding system does not fund 
schools at 100%.  The state!s 
system is designed for local 
communities to fund up to 24% of 
needed dollars.

The replacement Maintenance & 
Operations Levy that is being put 
before the Colville community in 
February will be for an amount that 
is approximately 12% of our 
budget, instead of the 24% 
allowed.  The amount of the levy is 
$2,400,000, with an estimated cost 
of $2.01 per thousand of assessed 
valuation.

Some examples of what levy 
monies are used for district-wide 
are listed below:

- Textbooks, curriculum, classroom 
materials & supplies

- Assessment materials

- Classroom technology

- Building maintenance, cleaning, 
& repairs

- Compliance with health & safety 
standards

- Custodial staff to keep schools 
open after 3pm

- Ex t ra -cu r r i cu la r ac t i v i t i es , 
athletics & music programs

- Student Clubs, i.e. Rocket Club, 
Knowledge Bowl, Math Club, etc.

- Transportation costs

The following are some speciÞc 
items purchased at the high school 
using levy funds: Algebra units, 
B a s i c m a t h u n i t s , M a t h 
c o m p a s s e s , M a t h t e x t s , 
Calculators, Library chairs, Library 
Books, English novels, English 
textbooks, Foreign Language texts 
and workbooks, Health textbooks, 
Science textbooks, Science 
supplies, Social Studies textbooks, 
A t l as o f t he Wor l d , Mus i c 
Instruments, Music Equipment, 
Reconditioning & Certification of 
Football Helmets, Other sports 
equipment reconditioned, Office & 
Classroom supplies and many 
other items.

NEW CLASSES        
AT CHS 

This fall CHS instructors Ron 
Noble, Emil Rosenberg and Todd 
Strobel started a new class called 
Alternative Energy.   They are 
team teaching this course.

This started out as a semester 
class, but with high student interest 
and the amount of material to be 
covered it has turned into a year 
long class. This course covers 
wind turbines, hydro-electric, bio-
mass, bio-fuels, solar power, and 
fuel cells. Students will have an 
understanding of al ternat ive 
energy systems and how to 
operate and maintain them. 
Students will know the operation 
and physics of each system. 
Students will know the use of hand 
tools and precision tools necessary 
to install and maintain systems. 
Students have gone on Þeld trips 
to Vantage to see the wind turbines 
and to the Kettle Falls Generating 
plant.

Second semester, Instructor Becky 
Str i te wi l l start a new Turf 
Management  class, which will 
f o c u s  o n g o l f c o u r s e a n d 
landscape management.  This 
should also prove to be a high 
interest class.
